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   WE ARE GROUN DED at least from circuit 
training.
At last nights advisory meeting 27 Oct , the 
club was successful in gaining a small majority 
support for our proposal to go to council with 
our application for change of use. I will give 
you our full proposal at next meeting, the only 
two items that were discussed at length were 2 
ton weight limit as some would have like to see 
it at 1500 kgs and we asked for two aircraft in 
the circuit to meet our further needs and the 
dissenters only wanted one.  Elenor was not 
present but put a proxy in for one Aircraft, also 
Greg was not present and did not have his 
proxy organised. The Shire had their Solicitor 
present and advised that until the noise plan is 
implemented our approval will not be 
considered and it could take as long as six 
months to be finalised with the EPA. Ross 
Beatty will fill you in with more detail next 
meeting 8 Nov.Six of our members were 
present as observers.
I was able to speak to the group after our 
application was passed and   advising that it is 
unfair on the Club and that this is not the Clubs 
fault that the approvals were not put in place 
back in 2002.

I came across some interesting information 
from some stats in 2006 and these are only in 
the Busselton urban area only.
Medium age is 39yrs,  Less than 19 yrs 28%,  
20-64yrs  54%,  Over 65yrs     19%,    Medium 
weekly income $849.00   Medium monthly 
mortgage $1,161.00.   So my question why have 
we not got more members and, practically, 
younger members, as you can see the age is 
lowering. The question why are there not more 
younger people out there pushing for change 
and get things moving such allowing the 
Airport do what Airports do.
Sue and I enjoyed our trip to Lake Ballard on 
the last long weekend. On the Saturday we flew 
straight to Menzies, landed had lunch on the tail 
plane, and then walked into town for a look 
around. I was last in Menzies in the early 70’s 
during  the mining boom, my ex’s uncle and I 
drove the Nullarbor when it was dirt, spent 
couple of days in Kalgoorlie and then to 
Menzies and stayed a night in the only hotel that 
is left operating today. The night we stayed 
there, come 11 pm the power went off for a few 
seconds to give you warning that the power will 
be going off until morning. When we left for 
Kal we flew low level over the Lake and the 
next day we did the Bus tour, during which our 
driver let us know where all the body’s were 
buried .
