Elect ion of  a
New Commit t ee

 With all the talk about 
the forthcoming AGM, it 
should be prudent to advise 
members about the elections 
of office bearers for the follow-
ing year. Our Constitution 
states quite clearly how and 
when the elections take place, 
and on the day of the AGM, we 
plan to follow these correctly. 
 On Sunday, 10 we will 
have a normal General Meet-
ing where we will conduct ordi-
nary business and then hear 
the final reports of the Presi-
dent, Secretary and Treasur-
er. Once that has been 
completed, the General Meet-
ing closes and the Annual 
General Meeting begins. The 
main business of the Annual 
General Meeting is to conduct 
any constitutional amend-
ments and elect a new com-
mittee.
 Just prior to the elec-
tions, the President retires 
from the chair and nominates 
a member to occupy it and 
conduct the formalities of the 
elections.
 All seats on the commit-
tee will be vacated and availa-
ble for occupancy by any 
elected member. Exceptions 
to the above include the Im-
mediate Past President and 
the seats held by the three two 
year directors who have com-
pleted one year and will as-
sume positions as one Year 
directors.

 Elections for the vari-
ous seats will begin with the 
President then moving down 
past Vice President, Secretary 
Treasurer and then to the Di-
rectors. It is done this way to 
ensure that a person nomi-
nated for say, a director has 
the ability to aspire to a higher 
position.
 In order for a member 
to be elected to any position, 
he or she must be nominated 
and seconded by a financial 
member. If a nominated per-
son is the only one nominated, 
then that person is considered 
to be elected.
 In the case that more 
than one member is nomi-
nated for a particular position, 
a ballot must be taken to 
choose the winner of the seat. 
Ballots are conducted on a 
“first past the post” system. 
Before the elections begin, a 
returning officer and assistant 
must be nominated by the out-
going president. It is the re-
turning officers duty to conduct 
the ballots in a fair and accu-
rate manner.
 For some years now, it 
has been the practice of our 
club to ask the nominees for a 
position to retire to another 
room where a vote by the 
show of hands is conducted. 
Apart from the fact that this 
procedure is not very legal ac-
cording to our standing orders, 
the open voting system allows 
for voters to change their mind 
during the vote according to 
the way others put their hand 
up. This precludes a voter 

from voting from the heart in-
stead of voting according to 
other people’s feelings. Voting 
slips will be available for use 
should the occasion arise. And 
speaking of arising, a lack of 
multiple nominations seem to 
indicate a lack of ambition 
among club members. We re-
ally need a membership where 
all members are vying for im-
portant positions in club ad-
ministration. Hopefully, this 
year we will see some compe-
tition.
 The positions available 
for any member to contest are:
 President
 Vice President
 Secretary
 Treasurer
 3 Two year directors
 Possibly 1 one year 
  Director

 Once the elections are 
complete, the incoming Presi-
dent occupies the chair and 
officially presents his commit-
tee to the membership. He 
then addresses the meeting 
giving it an outline of his objec-
tives for the following year.
 Regarding nomina-
tions, the President must pro-
vide a nomination committee. 
The sole purpose of this is to 
ensure that there are enough 
nominations to fill the seats 
available. It is not  there to 
ensure that the committee’s 
favourites are ‘stacked’ appro-
priately. Remember, every 
member has a chance to nom-
inate and vote for anybody.
